This
could cause your helmet to come off in an
accident or obstruct your vision while riding
resulting in personal injury or death. To learn to
properly wear and secure your helmet, see the
booklet “Safety Instructions” that is packed with
your helmet.

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Opening the vents on the helmet can
cause an increase in noise levels.
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Chin curtain

The chin curtain reduces the entry of wind into the area around the chin
of the helmet as well as the wind noise. The chin curtain is detachable.
Follow the procedure below to attach and detach the chin curtain.

HHow to attach the chin curtain

Attach the chin curtain after fitting the cheek pads. First, align the
triangle mark on the center plate of the chin curtain with the center of
the chin part of the shell (Drawing 1). Next, insert the plate into the
gap between the shell and the impact absorbing liner. After this, also
insert the plates on both right and left ends (Drawing 2). Insert the
plates securely as far as their base and check that the chin curtain is
as shown in Drawing 3.

HMHow to detach the chin curtain

First, pull the center plate of the chin curtain out of the gap between
the shell and the impact absorbing liner. At this point, raise the chin
curtain until it is about perpendicular to the helmet, as shown in
Drawing 4. After this, pull out the plates on both right and left ends in
the direction of the arrows (Drawing 5). Do not pull or twist the chin
curtain with excessive force. Doing so may damage the plates.

A\ WARNING

1. With the chin curtain is installed, the sound from nearby vehicles
will be reduced. Please be aware of this while riding.

2. Do not carry or hold the helmet by the chin curtain. The chin
curtain may come off, and the helmet may drop.

When you fully close the shield/visor, its tab will engage
with the hook. It is recommended that the shield/visor
remains in this position during riding (Drawing A).

HMOpening the shield/visor

To open the shield/visor, push its tab in the direction of
the arrow engraved on the tab (Drawing B) and then open
the shield/visor (Drawing C).

A WARNING

The shield/visor lock is designed so that the shield/visor
tab cannot be pushed directly upward from below. As a
result, if the tab is forced upward, the shield/visor and
PINLOCK® EVO lens may be rubbed strongly against the
window beading which may leave a scratch.

HRemoving the CPB-1V shield/visor

1. Fully close the shield/visor.

2. Remove the upper screw from the shield/visor base
using a No. 2 Phillips head screwdriver. Then remove
the washer and shield/visor from the shield/visor base
(Drawing 1 and 2).

(In addition to a No. 2 Phillips head screwdriver, the
following coins can be used. Japan: 1,5,10, 50, and 100
yen; Europe: 1,2, and 5 cent; America: 1,10, and 25 cent.)

3. Also remove the opposite side in the same manner.

Ilnstalllng the CPB-1V shield/visor
. With the shield/visor fully closed, attach it to the
shield/visor base and position the washer in place. Be
sure to align the projection on the back of the washer
with the groove of the shield/visor base when
positioning the washer. Next, align the upper hole in
the shield/visor base with the center of the screw hole
in the left/right direction as shown in Drawing 3. Finally
tighten the screw.
2. Also attach the opposite side in the same manner.
3. Move the shield/visor up and down several times to
confirm it is firmly attached.
If there is any gap between the window beading and the
shield/visor or the shield/visor cannot be closed, refer to
“Adjusting of the CPB-1V Shield / Visor”.

A WARNING

.Use a Phillips screwdriver or coin to hit the screw
vertically and turn it carefully. (For specified coins, refer
to “Removing the CPB-1V shield/visor”.)

. Depending on the size of the coin, the washer may hit
and cause scratches.

.If the screws are turned with the specified coin,
depending on its size, it may leave a scratch or a
damage on the surface treatment of the screws. In
addition, when the screws are turned with a Phillips
screwdriver, depending on the circumstances, it may
also result in damage to the screws.

4. When turning a screw with a coin, the stain on the coin

may adhere to the screw. If it gets dirty, wipe it off with a

cloth.

Applying Silicone Oil

For better sealing of the shield/visor, apply
the enclosed silicone oil on the window
beading. First, remove any dirt or dust, then
apply a small amount of oil to the designated
part as per drawing. Wipe away any excess
oil. If silicone oil stains the shield/visor, it

may obstruct

your  view.

@ Sufficiently loosen the two screws on the right
and left sides (total of four places) so that the
shield/visor base can move.

@ Align the lower hole in the shield/visor base with the
center of the lower screw hole in the up/down and
left/right directions and then tighten the screw.

© Next, align the upper hole in the shield/visor base
with the center of the upper screw hole in the
left/right direction. After this, tighten the screw while
checking the shield/visor is firmly in contact with the
window beading. Tighten both the right and left
sides in the same way.

@Finally, confirm the shield/visor and washers
are held securely in place by the screws.

@Loosen the upper screw while keeping the
lower screw of the right shield/visor base
tightened.

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Cautions related to use of the CPB-1V shield/visor

1. Before you use the helmet, check that the
shield/visor screws are securely
tightened. The shield/visor screws should
be checked periodically. Re-tighten any
loose screws.

2. Dirt and scratches on the shield/visor may
obstruct your view while riding and can be
very dangerous! If the CPB-1V shield/visor
gets dirty or scratched, stop using it
immediately. Remove the shield/visor and
clean or replace it.

3. The CPB-1V shield/visor should be cleaned
with a solution of mild, neutral soap and
water. Rinse well with pure water then wipe
dry with a soft cloth. Do not use any of the
following cleaning materials: hot water
over 40°C; salt water; any acidic or alkali
detergent; benzine, thinner, gasoline, or
other organic solvents; glass cleaner; or
any cleaner containing organic solvents. If
any of these cleaners are used, the
shield’s/visor’s chemical nature may be
altered and safety may be hindered.

4. Do not ride with a shield/visor that is fogged.
This may obstruct your view and can be very
dangerous. If the CPB-1V shield/visor is
fogged, open the shield/visor to circulate air
within the helmet and remove the fog from the
shield/visor. Use of the PINLOCK® EVO lens
is also effective in stopping fog.

5. Always use SHOEI’s genuine PINLOCK® EVO
lens for CPB-1V. For fitting PINLOCK® EVO
lens, please read instructions enclosed in it.

6. Remove the protective film before using the
shield/visor for the first time.

7. After cleaning or replacing the base plates,
close the shield/visor and make sure that it
touches the window beading in all around. If
there is a gap between the shield/visor and
the window beading, adjust a position of the
base plate and eliminate the gap, because it
may cause roll-in of wind or noise.

8. While a No. 2 Phillips head screwdriver is
recommended when tightening screws, etc.,
the specified coins can also be used (refer to
“CPB-1V shield/visor”). Be sure to hold the
screwdriver or coin perpendicular to each
screw and turn it with care.

9. Do not place stickers or adhesive tape on the
shield/visor.

2. The PINLOCK® EVO lens is made of a material
that is easier to scratch than the outer
shield / visor. It should be treated with great care.

3.The PINLOCK® EVO lens may obstruct the
rider’s view in some riding positions.

4.Remove the protective film before using the
PINLOCK® EVO lens.

5.The PINLOCK® EVO lens demonstrates high
effectiveness in stopping fog by absorbing
moisture. However, if the helmet is used
continuously with the lower vent in the closed
position in low-temperature, high-humidity
conditions, the lens can become saturated with
water vapor causing streaks and fog to appear.
If streaks or fog appears, it may obstruct your
view and be very dangerous! In this case, open
the shield/visor to circulate air within the helmet
to remove the streaks and fog from the helmet.

The center pad, the right and left cheek pads and
chinstrap covers can be removed for washing. You
can also adjust the fit of your helmet by switching
to the optional pads. Look at the list and drawing of
interior parts and check whether the parts are
installed or removed. Be sure to always fix the
center pad, cheek pads, and chinstrap covers prior
to riding. If necessary, use the following table to
order the proper interior parts to adjust the fit of
your helmet.

Detaching the interior parts

1. Detaching the cheek pads
Unfasten the snaps at their three locations by
pulling them away from the cheek pad base
(Drawing 1).

2. Detaching the center pad
First, unfasten the snaps of the two locations at
the rear of the helmet (Drawing 2). Next, peel
back the cover of the front area and unfasten the
snaps of the center pad at their three locations,
and then pull out the plates (Drawing 3 and 4).

3. Detaching the chinstrap cover
After detaching the cheek pads, unfasten the
single snhap and pull the cover off the chinstrap
(Drawing 5). Also remove the opposite side in the
same manner.

Attaching the interior parts

. Attaching the chinstrap cover
The shapes of the right and left chinstrap covers
are different. When attaching them, refer to the
figure. After confirming the right and left sides,
slide them along the chinstrap and press down on
the snaps until you hear a clicking sound
(Drawing 6).

. Attaching the center pad

Peel back the cover of the front area and insert
the plates of the center pad. When doing this, fully
push in both ends of the plates as shown in
Drawing A so they do not protrude, and then
secure the three locations with their snaps
(Drawing 7). Finally, fasten the two snaps on the
rear of the center pad (Drawing 8).

3. Attaching the cheek pads

Before starting to attach the cheek pads, confirm
their three snaps are located at positions A, B,
and C shown in Drawing 9. If the positions are not
correct, the snaps may not be fastened securely.
If the emergency strip has come away from the
tab as shown in D of Drawing 10, fold the strip
and insert it to the underside as shown in E, and
then tuck it in as shown in F. After confirming the
right and left sides of the cheek pads, pass the
chinstrap through the hollow section of the
relevant cheek pad and press in the three snaps
(Drawing 11). Also attach the cheek pad on the
opposite side in the same manner.

1. When fastening or unfastening the snaps, you

should hold near the snaps and treat carefully.
Fasten the snaps firmily until they click in place.

. You can clean the inner parts by hand washing

them or by washing them in a washing machine
after placing them in a laundry net. Please treat
them carefully when washing. Use lukewarm
water. Gently squeeze the parts with a dry towel
and dry them in the shade. To prevent damage
to the plastic areas of the interior parts, do not
wring them strongly and do not fold or bend the
plastic areas. Take special care if you are using
a washing machine. Do not dry the interior parts
with a clothes dryer, blow dryer, or any other
type of mechanical dryer, as heat can damage
the material. The impact absorbing liner
(polystyrene foam section) should be wet with a
soft cloth dipped in a solution of mild neutral
soap and water and then wiped. Allow time for
the impact absorbing liner to dry in the shade.
Do not dry the impact absorbing liner in the
sunlight or use any type of mechanical dryer, as
the impact absorbing liner is extremely sensitive
to heat. If the impact absorbing liner is exposed
to high heat of any kind, contact your dealer or
SHOEI directly for a safety evaluation. To
prevent damage, do not use any of the
following cleaning materials: hot water over
40°C; salt water; any acidic or alkali
detergent; benzine, thinner, gasoline, or
other organic solvents; glass cleaner; or any
cleaner containing organic solvents.

. After using a helmet, cleaning the interior parts

or in case of the interior parts being wet, please
dry them out immediately. If leaving the interior
parts in wet condition, the metal hook may rust,
be broken or fixed to the female side of hook.

In the event of an accident, the E.Q.R.S. allows emergency
medical personnel to extract the cheek pads from the helmet
so it can be easily removed with minimal load placed on the
neck of the rider.

To remove the cheek pads in an emergency, first undo or cut
the chinstrap and hold onto the helmet so the rider’s head will
not move.

Next, pull out the red emergency strip (Drawing 1, 2). After
this, pull down on the emergency strip in the direction shown
in Drawing 3.

Pulling the emergency strip should release the snaps of the
cheek pad, allowing the pad to be pulled out from the bottom
while the rider is still wearing the helmet. Also remove the
cheek pad on the opposite side in the same manner.

When removing the cheek pads, always hold the helmet
securely and be careful that the rider’s head does not move.
After using the E.Q.R.S., the snaps of the cheek pads and the
emergency strips will be misaligned with their original
positions. When returning them to these positions, refer to
“Attaching the cheek pads”.

1. Make sure to hold the helmet firmly by your
hand when pulling out cheek pads.

2. Use genuine SHOEI cheek pads only and
never use non-SHOEI parts.

1. Never pull the emergency strip while riding.

2. Do not use Emergency Quick Release System
when removing a cheek pad for maintenance.
