Please read this
manual carefully before use and keep it for future reference.
This manual contains valuable information to help you
understand the functions of the product and the instructions for
use in order for you to enjoy a safety and comfortable
motorcycle life. Your SHOEI dealer can provide a replacement
if it is lost.
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Opening and Closing The Shield
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When the shield is fully closed, it locks into place. To open the shield, use
the left hand and pull the side of the shield out slightly to release it from the
hook. Using one hand, you can easily set the shield as you ride to closed,
half or fully open positions.
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Built-in MecaShield and Quick-Release Base Plate
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The CJ-1 MecaShield has the mechanism for attaching and adjusting the shield
built into the shield itself, rather than mounted in a cover on the shell. This unique
SHOEI construction simplifies fitting and removing the shield, and because there
is no protruding cover to cause wind resistance, the helmet is astonishingly quiet.

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@Removing the shield

Open the shield fully.

Pull the trigger on one side down to release the lock. Ease the hook off the
hook rail and pull the center gear out of the gearbox. Repeat for the
opposite side, and remove the shield.

@Fitting the shield

Reverse the procedure for removing the shield.

With the shield fully open, press the upper section of the shield center gear
on one side into its gear box. Press firmly until the lower section locks in
place, and the trigger returns to the lock position.

Make sure that the hook has securely engaged with the hook rail. Repeat
for the other side.

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After detaching the cheek pads, unhook the chin strap cover and pull it.

How to Detach and Attach the Center Pad:
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To detach the front portion:The cheek pads must have been
detached when you detach the center pad. Unhook the front portion of
the center pad at two points and pull out the plate through the upper
part of the eye port.
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Center Pad Bracket
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To detach the rear portion:Unhook the rear portion of the center pad
from the center pad bracket at two points and pull out the plate.
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®Keys to Attach the Center Pad:
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1.Slide the pad along the center pad bracket and hook the front portion
of the plate on the front portion of the bracket at two points. Then,
insert the right and the left ends of the plate into the gaps (b) as shown
in diagram 7.
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2.Make it sure that the plate of the front portion of the pad is fixed as
shown in diagram A.
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Keys to Attach the Inner Parts:
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1.When you attach the inner parts, take all the above steps reverse to
detaching, i.e., from 6 to 1.

Insert the plate firmly referring to “Keys to Attach the Center Pad” when
you attach the center pad. Make it sure that the center and the cheek
pads are hooked with a click.

2.When you hook or unhook, hold the pad near the boss and handle
carefully.

3.When you wash these parts, wash by hand, or put them in the
meshbag in case of machine wash. Use water only for washing, wipe
with dry cloth and dry in the shade. Wipe the urethane foam under the
pads with cloth wetted by water or neutral detergent. Do not use
benzene, thinner or gasoline.
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Important Points to Remember when
Replacing or Fitting a New Shield Base
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@Important: Be sure you understand the following points before you
reattach the shield base after cleaning, or replace it with a new one.
After you fit the shield and shield base, close the shield and check that
the rubber rim fits snugly at the top. Any gaps will allow wind to enter
the helmet. If necessary, adjust the position of the shield base for a
good fit before securely tightening the screws.
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Warnings:
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1.Before wearing the helmet, check that the hooks and the lower
sections of the shield center gears on each side are locked in place.
2.Clean the shield and the ventilation system parts with a solution of
neutral detergent and water, rinse the shield well and dry it with a soft
cloth. Never use benzene, thinner, petrol or any kind of harsh cleaner.
3.Always make sure that the center pad and the cheek pads are
attached before you use the helmet!
