Please read this
manual carefully before use and keep it for future reference.
This manual contains valuable information to help you
understand the functions of the product and the instructions for
use in order for you to enjoy a safety and comfortable
motorcycle life. Your SHOEI dealer can provide a replacement
if it is lost.
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How to Remove the CF-6 Shield:
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Use a coin or something similar to undo the 2 screws (A&B) on each
side of the shield.
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Then pull off the shield. To mount the shield, reverse this procedure.
Make sure the protruding part of the washer meshes firmly into the
recessed section of the shield base.

sxAfter you mount the shield, be sure to check that both screws are firmly
tightened.

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How to Use the Chin Strap:
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Opening and Closing the Upper Air Intakes:
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The two closable air intakes allow you to let fresh air into the helmet
while riding, to maintain a comfortable temperature.
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Opening and Closing The Shield:
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When you fully close the shield, it locks shut. To open the shield, first
lift it lightly out in the direction of arrow A, then pull the shield up in the
direction of arrow B.
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Chin Strap
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Pass the chin strap through the D ring and pull it tight. Clip the chin
strap stopper onto the D ring as shown in the diagram to secure the
loose end of the strap.
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1. Fasten the chin-strap as described above and tighten it securely. If the chin-
strap is not secured tightly it could cause serious consequences. In these
circumstances the helmet could slip and block your vision. If you suddenly hit a
bump in the road your helmet could fall off if your chin strap is not secured.

2.In order for your helmet to come off and on smoothly it is important to pull the
chin straps in an outward manner. This gives your head more room to get in and
out of the helmet. While doing this, be careful not to pull on the chin strap covers,
but on the chin strap itself.

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Detaching the cheek covers : Diagram 1
Detaching the chin strap covers : Diagram 2
Detaching the center pad : Diagrams 3 and 4
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There are varieties of sizes of inner parts. When you replace them, be sure to
select the proper size for the size of your helmet.

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Chin Strap Cover Hook
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Center Pad Bracket Hook Plate
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Release three hooks
scraping a cheek
pad from a helmet.
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After removing a
cheek pad, release
a hook of a chin
strap cover and take
out a cover from a
strap.
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To remove a rear
head portion of a
center pad, release
two hooks of center
pad bracket.
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Hold near a plate
and pull out plate.
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How to Fix Interiors:
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@®How to Fix Center Pad:
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Slide a pad along a center pad bracket and hook a front portion of a
plate on a front portion of a bracket at two points. Then, insert a right
and a left ends of a plate into a gap (b) as shown in a drawing 5.
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Make it sure that the plate of the

front portion of the pad is fixed as
shown in diagram A.
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Then, hook two
points of a rear head
portion until it clicks.
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®How to Fix Chin Strap Cover:
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A cover differs right and left. Confirm right and left referring to a drawing
and hook until It clicks. cover from a strap.
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®How to Fix Cheek Pad:
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Check whether right or light for
each pad at first. Then, pass
chinstrap through depressed
portion of cheek pad. Apply 3 hooks
of cheek pad to corresponding
hooks of mask liner, and press
them from the other side of cheek
pad until they click.
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At the end, press the end of B

marked portion of cheek pad until it
comes below a hole of blacket.
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Key for Handling Interiors:
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1.When fixing or releasing of bosses or hooks, hold near them and
handle with care. Fix them until they click.

2.When you wash these parts, wash by hand, or put them in the
meshbag in case of machine wash. Use water only for washing, wipe
with dry cloth and dry in the shade. Wipe the urethane foam under the
pads with cloth wetted by water or neutral detergent. Do not use
benzene, thinner or gasoline.
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Fitting the Chin Curtain:
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gz The chin curtain
o (comes as standard)

prevents air from
being drawn into the
helmet from under
your chin.
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Push the chin curtain plate center between the rubber rim and pad as
shown by the arrow. Then similarly insert the sides of the plate. Push
the plate in firmly as far as it goes.
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Warnings:
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1.Clean the shield and the ventilation system parts with a dilute
solution of neutral detergent, rinse well and dry with a soft cloth. Never
use benzene, thinner, petrol or any kind of harsh cleaner.

2.Be sure to read the following before reattaching a shield base after
cleaning, or replacing it with a new one. After you fit the shield and
shield base, close the shield and check that the rubber rim fits snugly
at both top and bottom. Any gaps will allow wind to enter the helmet. If
necessary, adjust the position of the shield base for a good fit before
securely tightening the screws.

% When attaching the shield, double check that it is firmly mounted on the
shield base. It can be very dangerous if the shield comes loose at speed.
