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CX-1V, the mechanical visor/shield, has the mechanism itself for easy
detaching and attaching while the wind noise is decreased astonishingly by the
elimination of the covers to fix the visor,/shield to the shell.

QRV Pre-set Lever Mechanism and Visor,/Shield Lock Mechanism
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Adjust the preset lever (1 preset position) to open the visor
/shield to the required amount. Then press the lever at
any time to quickly clear the visor,/shield of condensation.
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A visor,/shield is locked by rotating a lever to a position
shown in drawing @. An unexpected opening of a visor,/
shield is prevented during a ride or in an accident.

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How to Remove and Fix the Visor,/Shield
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@To remove

Release a visor/shield lock. Open the visor/shield fully. Pull the trigger
downward and release the lock. Take the hook out of the hook rail, and then,
take the center gear out of the gear box.

@®To fix

Take the steps in the order reverse to the above. With a visor,/shield fully open,
insert an upper portion of a visor,/shield center gear in a gearbox firmly until a
lower portion is locked. Make it sure that the hook is grasping the hook rail.

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Notes in Fixing the Visor/Shield Base
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@®Note the following two points when you attach the visor/shield base after
cleaning or replace with a new one.

1.After you fix the visor,/shield and the visor,/shield base, close the visor,/shield
and make it sure that the top and the bottom ends are in close touch with the
rubber rim. Any gap allows the wind to enter the helmet. In such a case, adjust
the visor,/shield base a little up and down, front and rear, and tighten the screws.
2.When you fix the preset opening lever, set the thin end of the preset lever
washer to the front, and the thick end to the rear.

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Breath Guard
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The Breath  Guard prevents
condensation fogging the visor,/shield.

It must be inserted in a gap between a

shell and a liner (A) as shown in a drawing.
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%Don’t hold parts portions when carrying a helmet.
Otherwise, parts may be dislocated or broken.
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Fitting the Chin Curtain
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The chin curtain prevents the air from
being drawn into the helmet from under
your chin.
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Insert a plate in a gap between a shell

and a liner (A) firmly. It may come off
during aride if it is not fixed properly.

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Key for Handling Interiors
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1.When fixing or releasing of bosses or hooks, hold near them and handle
with care. Fix them until they click.

2.When you wash these parts, wash by hand, or put them in the meshbag in
case of machine wash. Use water only for washing, wipe with dry cloth and
dry in the shade. Wipe the urethane foam under the pads with cloth wetted
by water or neutral detergent. Do not use benzene, thinner or gasoline.

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@®Pass the chin strap through both D-rings as shown and pull until the helmet
is firmly secured. Pass the end of the strap back between the D-rings and pull
tightly. Finally fold the end of the strap over and secure it with the stopper.
®To unfasten the strap, first unhook the chin strap stopper, then pull the tab
downwards.

% Pull the chin straps out toward the sides when putting on or taking off the
helmet. This makes more room for your head to pass. Do not pull on the
chin strap covers (they will slide off). cloth. Never use benzene, thinner,
petrol or any kind of harsh cleaner.

3.Never fail to use the helmet with the inner parts attached.
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Warnings
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1.Make it sure that the lower sections of the center gears and the hooks in
the both sides are locked before use.

2.Clean the visor/shield and the ventilation system parts with a solution of
neutral detergent and water, rinse the visor,/shield well and dry it with a soft
cloth. Never use benzene, thinner, petrol or any kind of harsh cleaner.
3.Never fail to use the helmet with the inner parts attached.
